Intervention at the elementary level should begin early.  Intervention is targeted at students who are working below national and local expectations but who have the potential to meet the expectations for their age group if they are given timely support and motivation. Early targeted support helps students the most. It is much easier to catch problems early on than to struggle with multiple areas of skill/concept deficits.  The Intervention materials are designed to help teachers provide support to pupils.

This toolkit is an initial coordination of suggested assessments, materials and strategies to use which is supported by scientifically-based research.  As other items are piloted we will add them to the toolkit for all to benefit from.

· Math Talk – build the language of mathematics – frequent opportunities to discuss concept and skills with teachers and peers, building a culture where taking a risk and discussing mistakes is respected

· Math Journals – valuable channel of communicating math understanding or difficulties
· 20-30 intervention block 2-3 times per week

· 30 minute math intervention/enrichment computer tutorials – teacher as tutor

· Flexible grouping based on results of CBM & student need
